Dear Sheriff Arthur, 
I am a reporter with MDCourtWatch.com whose interest is in maintaining the integrity of America’s Courts,” As I expect you are aware, there is a serious case of one of your deputy’s  misconduct in the bloody assault of an innocent 12 year old girl, A.O.  I have been investigating a related case involving Guardian Ad Litem Karen Grane Expense Voucher Fraud for months, so I was present on the day Deputy Mendez Ventura assaulted the little girl and her 20 year old sister Samantha Mahoney, 7 December 2011, 3 months ago. Video record can be found at secretjustice.com programs 381 A-D chronicling December 7 events. 
I have recently spoken with Major James Renwick Manship, a key eyewitness to the Deputy Mendez-Ventura's criminal misconduct attacking both young women, who advised me that his phone request was denied by your subordinate Major Pinson, so on his own, has written letter requests for copies of the court security camera videos, as he had received from your office in 2007 when a civilian citizen threatened him in the same Courthouse where you are responsible for security. Sheriff Arthur, do the facts show you maintain a double standard of responsiveness for Assault by common members of the public but cover-up for Assault by uniformed public servants such as Deputy Neptuno Mendez-Ventura?
I am in General District Court today as a witness for Samantha Mahoney in the criminal division for she has been charged criminally for assaulting a “law enforcement officer”. I believe in advancing justice, and the videos in question will exonerate this citizen of these charges. I am now formally requesting as the Media that these tapes be made available not only to me but also to the victim, Samantha Mahoney.  Under the Brady supreme Court decision prosecution and law enforcement cannot withhold evidence in a criminal proceeding, as an officer of the court.  I respectfully request your office comply with this letter as an Official Request regarding public information under Chapter 37 - Virginia Freedom of Information Act Code of Virginia § 2.2-3700-3701. The case against Samantha Mahoney is a fraud and a set up. I believe the Commonwealth's Attorney Theo Stamos has verbally expressed her bias, witnessed by two Citizens.  I intend to expose this set up for the sham that it is. See attachment 1 regarding the original request.
In closing I sincerely hope that your office will act honestly upholding its oath of office and loyalty to this Constitution and provide me with a copy of the videos requested previously by James Manship. I was at the hospital with Samantha in Georgetown and will attest to the facts on the video as being true and accurate.
I will wait your response. Could you please send a written reply for the record, should an appeal be in order, which I fear will be necessary based on the prior acts of corruption seen in the Arlington Court system?  However, since you are a Constitutional Officer elected by the People, not subordinate to the Chief Judge, other judges, or the elected Commonwealth’s Attorney, you may like Sheriff Mack recommends, assert yourself positively to protect the People and Our Law and not cover-up Courthouse cronies’ crimes.
